____ County proposes to use the funds to improve accessibility of the voting process for our voters with disabilities through the purchase of new, accessible voting booths.
We will be purchasing the 4-Station Free Standing Voter Privacy Booth (Franklin Patriotic).  The entire voting booth meets all ADA standards as to height, reach range, knee clearance, etc. 

The booths will be purchased from Inclusion Solutions, an Illinois company that focuses on voting accessibility.  A quote showing the budget – meeting the amount of the requested grant is included.  Inclusion Solutions has discounted the shipping and handling to allow this quote to meet the grant amount.

What is most exciting about this proposed purchase is that this voting booth allows voters with and without disabilities to vote at the same station at the same time.  This concept of “universal design” will further integrate all voters with disabilities into the electoral process.  By having voters with and without disabilities voting at the same booth, Indiana pollworkers will not be required to make an uncomfortable determination of which voters “qualify as disabled” as everyone will vote at the same location.

This purchase will be a significant upgrade to accessibility for voters with disabilities in _____ County.
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
