NAME AND PRECINCTS WITH IMPROVEMENTS:  ______ County has previously made significant improvements to our locations to improve accessibility for voters with disabilities. Therefore, in this round of grants, we are working to purchase solutions that will positively affect voters with disabilities in all of your county’s precincts.  

Solutions requested under this grant program include:

· Universally Designed Accessible 4-station voting booth.  
· We are proposing to purchase _____ accessible four station privacy booths.  These units will greatly increase accessibility in _____ County for voters with disabilities by better integrating them into the voting process.  Rather than providing separate “accessible” voting booths, these booths integrate an accessible booth into the design so that all voters, with and without disabilities, will vote at the same station.
· These booths will also allow voters to individually determine their needs and will not require pollworkers to make difficult decisions about whether a voter has a disability and should be sent to the “accessible” voting booth.

· The booths will increase privacy and independence for voters with disabilities and include ADA-appropriate wheelchair width, knee clearance, and height as well as a high-contrast design.
· Add-on Lights for these booths will increase privacy and independence for voters with disabilities by providing supplemental accessible lighting.
· Accessible “Vote Here” Signs

· ____ County has previously made efforts to make all of our polling places accessible to voters with disabilities.  However many voters with disabilities are unaware of these accessible locations and may be reluctant to vote or may not know where these precincts are located

· ____ County will be purchasing large accessible “Stand Up” signs with the international symbol of accessibility designating our county’s accessible locations for voters with disabilities

· BallotMag Magnifier

· ____ County will be improving privacy and independence for voters with disabilities by providing the BallotMag magnifier which allows voters with both manual dexteritiy and visual disabilities to vote with more privacy and independence.  It is the only magnifier custom-built for election accessibility and allows the voter to fill out an optical scan ballot while the magnifier is in place and is hands-free.
The estimated cost of these modifications is set forth in the included proposal from Inclusion Solutions.
